He rode in his palankin, with men bearing

chowries on either side, and thus in great pomp-
proceeded to Kanakardya Mudali's house, then

turned north by the Raja's Street, near the
Madras gate through the bazaar, and took his
" seat in the tent. Then he and Razd Sahib
* went up tothe room above the Fort gate, while
the Father the Second and other Oounoﬂlors
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‘and certain Europeans, with the rest of the

procession went to the washing-place to fesch
the presents.

When he was passing the RAji's Street, he

gave the dragoons 600 pieces of gold and 200
rupees, to be distributed in handfuls- amoig

the beggars. This was done accordi ngly: - The

200 rupees and 600 pieces of gold- amounted

in value to 1,000 rupees. When the Governor
reached his house, 21 guns were-fired at the

Fort and from the ships.
