These materials are intended for students of Hindi and Urdu who have
nad at least one year of formal language instruction. It is assumed that
such students will be familiar with a vocabulary of more than 1,000 words

and will be able to recognize, but not necessarily actively coatrok, most

of the common grammatlcal structures of Hindi.

Bach film is provided with a serial {(line-by-line) glossary and the
three ssrial glossarles are supplemented by a complate alphabetical glosgary
containing all of the lexical items in the three films.

The serial glossarienm omit a number of common words which most students
are likely to know after one year of study. Theae words, however, are
included in the alphébeticnl glossary.
