Screenplay by Satyajit Ray and Amrit Rai
based on the short story by Premchand

Premchand’s short story Sadgati was published in 1931. The Hindi text is available in
volume 4 of Mansarovar, the collected stories of Premchand (Allahabad, various editions).
An English translation by David Rubin appears as the title story of Rubin’s Deliverance and
Other Stories (New Delhi, 1990: pp. 241-250).

Satyajit Ray’s film based on the short story was shown on Indian television (Doordarshan) in
1981, and subsequently on Channel 4 in the UK.

Andrew Robinson’s The Chess Players and Other Screenpiays (London 1989) includes an
English translation of the screenplay of the film, an introduction to the film and to the
various responses it provoked amongst Indian critics, some black-and-white stills, and a
reprint of Rubin’s translation of the original story. Robinson includes the following
information about the film’s cast and production team (pp. 82-3):

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Dukhi suddenly loses his temper and flings the axe away. It nearly hits a brahmin passer-by,
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Still horrified, the brahmin meets another brahmin on his way to the well,
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Dukhi goes back near the log, suddenly forlorn. He gives way to a fit of sobbing.,

Dhania breaks off a game of hopscotch to see if her father is returning,
Ghasiram’s house. Ghasiram wakes up and goes out to see what Dukhi is doing. Dukhi has fallen asleep.
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Moti returns from school and watches Dukhi as he attacks the log with great fervour. A tremendous blow
makes a crack in the wood, but the next moment Dukhi falls on his face. Moti runs to his father.
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Ghasiram goes out to investigate.

Dukhi doesn’t move, Ghasiram realises he is dead and steps back.,

The Gond watches from behind a bush. Ghasiram suddenly notices Moti standing by.
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Ghasiram’s hurries back into the house and shakes his wife out of her sleep.
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The Gond has come close to Dukhi. He casts a contempiuous glance in the direction of Ghasiram’s house.
